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EMERGENCY SPILLS

The VMF used standard spill buckets with socks and pads for cleaning up accidental liquid spills.
Once used, the material was removed from the site and disposed of as hazardous waste.

GOAL: Find a more effective and less expensive method of cleaning up accidental liquid spills.

SOLUTION: 0il Gator® Microbial Remediation Absorbent

APPLICATION: All VMF service pickup trucks are equipped with a “behind the seat” spill kit
containing Oil Gator, absorbent pads, socks and safety equipment to contain and encapsulate small
spills. The VMF maintains a supply of 30 lb. bags of Oil Gator which can be dispatched by radio in
the event of larger spills.

July 24, 1997 A postal vehicle flipped over during a heavy storm resulting from the remnants of a
hurricane. Transmission fluid leaking from the transmission tube resulted in a
rainbow emitting from under the truck. A ' bag of Oil Gator was spread over the
rainbow. The truck was righted, the rainbow disappeared and the oil-encapsulated
il Gator was dispersed in the rain without fear of damage to the environment.

August 1, 1997 A postal tractor being towed by an contract towing company hit a bump in the road
and knocked out the oil pan plug spilling approximately 40 quarts of oil on a busy
section of curbed 4 lane bifurcated highway. Because of the high heat that day
and the incline of the highway, the oil quickly spread over a wide area. Five bags
of Qil Gator were spread over the spill. The majority of the Oil Gator used to pick
up the spill was removed to a remote location on the VMF property to continue
remediation. The remaining oil-encapsulated Oil Gator was left without fear of
damage to the environment. The Raleigh City Fire Marshall called the VMF
Manager several days later to compliment him on the effectiveness of the cleanup.
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
